Safety first…

To minimise risk of overloading extension socket outlets, 
employers are well advised to prevent the unchecked 
use of plug-ins to extension sockets. 

Common risks include - 

- Adding higher wattage equipment 
e.g kettles & fan heaters commonly consume 3000w; 
printers can use up to 800w. 

- Plugging a second extension block into the first one 
to create extra outlets, so increasing the risk of the 
first extension socket block overheating.

- Adding an adaptor into an extension block, 
especially as many adaptors are unfused. 

Containing socket extension blocks (that have plugs 
in ongoing use) inside D-Line Cable Tidy Units makes 
the socket block less accessible or less inviting.

Using Cable Tidy Units to enclose the socket extension 
block also reduces the possibilities of… 

- Any drink spill on to live sockets. 

- Cables being entrapped in a spaghetti-like nest, 
where heat cannot disperse.

- Cables being pulled (by feet) to cause unwanted 
disconnections.

E�ective control of common allergens such as dust mites 
requires regular cleaning, which can be impossible around 
cable spaghetti. 

The UK Allergy Centre advises 
workers in closed spaces 
to ‘take control of your personal 
desk environment, keep it 
clear and uncluttered… 
’while employers must ensure 
cleaners have e¬ective cleaning 
methods’.

Risk awareness & PAT testing…

Frayed or split insulation on power cables gives a risk 
of electrocution. At worst a shock of 240v can be fatal. 

Pulls or strains on a cable can loosen a termination point, 
to leave either an exposed ‘live’ conductor or broken 
conductor strands.

Broken conductor strands disrupt the natural flow of 
current, forcing high wattages over a smaller conductor 
area, and potentially excessive heat builds up. Becoming 
glowingly-hot can ignite common o§ce materials such 
as paper and waste, to start a fire. 

An Electrical Safety First report highlighted that extension 
sockets, cables and plugs are involved in almost 3,000 
electrical fires annually in UK. 

Cable management products — that can protect insulation; 
stop cords twisting and knotting; and prevent tugs and 
pulls — are a small price-to-pay for safeguarding from 
the worst consequences. 

They should be used to support regular Portable Appliance 
Testing (PAT) that periodically checks the condition of all 
cables and appliances.

✘
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Addressing cable trip hazards

Exposed cables across floors can be ‘accidents waiting to 
happen’. Cable trips and falls are most commonly reported, 
and can have devastating consequences.

Where a longer length is required, any link to a subsequent 
strip should be secure to avoid the Cable Protector breaking 
in the event of a kick or knock. 

• Floor Cable Protectors must… 

- Have a tapered design, and pose no trip hazard.

- Be able to lie flat on the floor. Beware versions 
that are overly sti¬, prone to curl or twist and 
never uncoil to lie flat.

- Avoid alternatives that are overly thin and flimsy, 
too lightweight to lay flat and vulnerable to 
movement after minor knocks.

• Consider the size and volume of cables that need to be 
covered, then select a Floor Cable Cover with a cavity-size 
that can accommodate the relevant cables.
